Culture camps
In co-operation with the Swedish Region Värmland (our neighbouring 
county across the border), we arrange a Norwegian/Swedish camp every 
year. 100 young people from both countries get together for a week of 
workshops on art and culture.

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ToH makes cultural encounters accessible to children and young people in 
Hedmark. We work throughout the county of Hedmark, presenting the 
whole range of artistic expressions: music, literature, theatre, visual arts and 
film as well as productions involving a combination of these art forms. ToH 
contracts artists and plans tours, and we also produce our own shows, both 
on our own and in co-operation with other institutions in Hedmark and 
nationally.

Every learner in primary and secondary school (age 6–16) receive 3 to 5 
visits from us each year. We want to bring the learners face-to-face with art 
and artists. Gymnasiums and classrooms can be the places where dreams 
are born, where forms of expression can find direction, and where a sense 
of wonderment is created. Learners who become acquainted with art in 
their everyday school lives will experience the strength and diversity of 
artistic and cultural expressions. 

We fill Den kulturelle skolesekken (The Cultural Rucksack), working in co-
operation with artists, schools, municipalities, Hedmark county and art insti-
tutions. We are always looking for new forms of expression and challenging 
partnerships. We are particularly keen to impart knowledge and understanding 
of the various forms of arts to our target groups. It is highly important to us 
that teachers, schools, and municipalities bring this extended knowledge into 
their own work and planning.

Musicians, actors, dancers, authors (writers), artists 

of different kinds will come to schools again and 

again – autumn, winter, and spring – for years to come.
